1.  What is the definition of a fraction?



2.  If eight children will share a pizza equally, what fraction of the pizza will each child get?

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The shaded part is the numerator (the part you are counting) and the total number of equal parts is the denominator.

Click on these squares to help you decide! 


4.   Arnold had two slices of the pizza (2/8) and Ms. Frizzle gives him her slice of the pizza (1/8).  How much pizza does Arnold have now?   Learn how to add with like denominators!


5.   Ralphie had four slices of pieces (4/8) and gave Liz one of his slices (1/8).  How many slices does Ralphie have now?  How do you think you would subtract with like denominators?


6.   Are you still having FUN?  Lastly, you should not only be able to identify fractions with a pizza (circles), but also with number lines.  Remember the numerator is still the number you are counting and the denominator is the total number of equal parts.  What would the fraction be where the error is pointing?
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Remember to find the total number of equal parts for the denominator.
