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QUESTION

This project was designed to help first graders get a better understanding of economic terms like goods, services, buyer, seller, needs, and wants. The concepts of saving versus spending money will also be addressed.  It was created after the children had such a difficult time understanding needs and wants.  

PLAN

The students will make individual list of their typical school day and a typical weekend day of activities.  We will then compile the data and develop bar graphs showing the activities that we all participate in.  A Venn diagram will then be used to sort the list into goods and services.  Students will also keep a record of the money they earn by doing chores and practice subtracting the amounts of money they spend.  They will practice addition by keeping a record of the money they are saving for later.   Their will be four groups but each child is responsible for their own recording of data and then partnered to check each other.  

SCHEDULE

This project will go on for 10 school days to resemble a typical real world work week.  

PROJECT

The tasks will include saving money and seeing which group saves the most money.  They also have to record the items they (gave up) did not buy in order to save money.  The students will be recording the services they experience like, bus rides, hair cuts, and food service.  They will also have to list needs and wants that they use on a daily basis.  They will be asked to live without some wants for two days.  The students will be asked to keep a tally/record of the many uses of the needs.  They will write about how hard life will be without needs using KidWorks and adding pictures to illustrate the need they focus on.  We will take a field trip to a dollar store to experience being buyers and to meet a seller.  The trip will be photographed with the digital camera so the children have pictures to use writing prompt.  

ASSESSMENT

The student will be assessed how well they keep up with their spending and savings habits.  They will also be assessed on the ability to distinguish between a need and a want.
