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QUESTION

So you’re graduating from high school this year and you’re a little nervous about the responsibilities that come with being an “adult”.  You’ve watched your parents do it 
year after year, but you want to get a little more prepared by doing some research yourself.  Well, this project will definitely help to calm some of your fears and give you a great headstart on “life after graduation”!

PLAN

The class will be split up into groups of four.  Each group member (1-4) has their individual sections that they are responsible for.  Please use the individual attached sheets to find out what topics you are responsible for researching.  I will be assigning each person a group and group number.

SCHEDULE

This project will span over four weeks.  Each assignment will be due on the Friday of each week.  The schedule is as follows:


Week One: Each group member has four sections a piece to 
research. At the end of this week, information for two out of the four sections for which you are assigned is due.


Week Two: At the end of this week, all four of each group members’ sections are due.


Week Three: A rough draft of your group’s presentation must be turned into me for review (commendations and suggestions).  Sources are also due on this date!  You must reference each site that you use.


Week Four: Each group will deliver their presentation
 on this date.  Each group member should be prepared to share his/her individual portion to the class.   Remember to dress accordingly and do not read directly from the slides!  You might want to make some notecards to refer to while you are presenting.

PROJECT

This project will allow you to spend a month researching various topics that come along with “adulthood” to help you develop a “plan” for the future.  Each member of the group will be responsible for his or her own topics (research and presentation).  Each group will compile its information into an eye-appealing Keynote presentation full of graphics, color, and creative text.  At the end of the project, each group will present the information to the class.   
ASSESSMENT
You will be assessed two times in this project.  The first assessment will be done evaluating your ability as a member of a team, as well as how much the other members of your group contributed to the overall project.  For the second assessment I will evaluate your project (i.e. your portion of the research, Keynote quality, and oral presentation) based on a number of criteria.  Yes, it is possible for members of the same group to get different grades.

MULTIMEDIA PRESENTATION AND EVALUATION

Your group will present its findings in a Keynote presentation that will be presented to the class.  Each Keynote should be creative and detailed without any grammar or spelling errors.  I encourage you to use graphics, in addition to text, on each slide, as this will enhance the quality of your presentation.  The final slides of the presentation should include your list of references.  You will also give a 10 minute presentation of your Keynote to the class.  Each group member will need to explain his/her findings without just reading the slides!  Make sure that you have reviewed your individual information so that you will be able to talk about it comfortably in front of the class.  Don’t forget, because this is a formal presentation, you will need to dress appropriately.
