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QUESTION

Can we adopt an angel from the Angel Tree at the mall?

     On Monday, a student came in and told the class that he had adopted an angel from the mall.  The kids had a lot of questions about the Angel Tree program.

PLAN

•The students went to the NBC12 website to learn more about the program. 

•  The students decided that they wanted to adopt an angel as a class.  They wrote a letter to their parents telling of their project.

•  The students broke into 2 groups.  Group 1 was in charge of adopting an angel and shopping for the angel.  Group 2 was in charge of finding a way to make money to buy the gifts. 

•The students brainstormed a list of items they could make and sell to raise money to buy gifts for their angel.  After the list was created they were split between cookies and snack mix.  After creating a Venn Diagram they decided on snack mix because no cooking was needed.

•  The students created a survey to find out what 5 items they should put in their snack mix.  After creating the survey they passed them out during lunch.  The survey results told them that some students wanted peanuts; however, there were several students with allergies to peanuts so they decided to make their snack mix peanut free.  Several parents volunteered to send in the items needed for the snack mix.

• The students decided to sell their snack mix during lunch for 2 weeks.

•  The students planned to vote on what gifts they would buy for their angel.
• A parent volunteered to take a group shopping for the gifts.

•  The class will create an iphoto slide show to document their project.

PROJECT

•  The student using the information from their survey decided to use M&M's, cheerios, pretzels, raisins, and fish crackers in their snack mix.  

• The students made posters to display around the school to advertise their sale.

• The students sold the snack mix for 2 weeks.

•  The students in the shopping team had the class vote on the gifts to buy for the angel.  The class decided to buy 1 outfit, a pair of shoes, new hat and gloves, a game and a toy.   

•  The parent volunteer took the group to Target and shopped for the gifts.  They then delivered the gifts to the mall for their angel.

•  The students then created an i Photo slide show documenting their project.  The students paired up to write captions for the photos. The slide show was displayed on the morning announcements.
