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QUESTION

Do you know that there are thousands of children in Foster homes who would like to correspond with their peers at Christmas? Let us write letters to some of those children, to wish them a merry Christmas.  

PLAN

There are several steps to take in order to write and mail your letter.

Each person will choose the name and address of a child that they would like to write to from the list of children that is provided by the foster care agencies.

Introduce yourselves in the letters by telling them something about you. You can           also let them know some of the things that you like to do at Christmas.

Proof read the letter after you are finished, and correct any errors. 

You will then address the envelopes, and place the envelope into the school’s mailbox.

Use the websites provided to do your research on the journey of a letter, and to choose clipart for your presentation.

Create a power point presentation on the postal service, and the process involved in getting letters from one destination to the other. Include clipart in your presentation. 

Goal: Students will improve on their reading, writing and communication skills, as well as learn information on the postal services. The students will also be given an opportunity to write a letter, address the envelope and drop the letters in the mailbox. They will also prepare a Power Point presentation on the journey of a letter.
