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QUESTION

The fifth graders at Jackson Davis Elementary will be presenting the play Tom Sawyer.  Parents and the community will be invited to attend. Can you develop an exciting Imovie to advertise the play and the dates, times and ticket prices?

PLAN

Using a storyboard graphic organizer, plan the Imovie advertisement. 

Group One will research the author, Mark Twain, and the book, Tom Sawyer, for background information.  Resources to use may include: biography books and author websites

Group Two will visit the play practices to take digital pictures of the set, costumes and rehearsals. 

Group Three will write the script and plan music  to accompany the pictures on the Imovie.

SCHEDULE

Imovie advertisement will be completed one week prior to the play’s opening date and will be shown each day during morning announcements. 

Groups One and Two will have two weeks to gather information and pictures.

Group Three will then have two weeks to compile the information and write the script.

All groups will then work with the technology instructor to create the Imovie.

PROJECT

Imovie should include:

information about the author and the play

scenes from rehearsals 

characters and the actors portraying them

music from the play

dates and times of performances

ticket prices; where and how to purchase

how the profits will benefit the school

ASSESSMENT

Written information must include biographical information about Mark Twain and the book Tom Sawyer, credit to all actors, directors and cast, and ticket pricing information.
