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QUESTION

What do we want our audience to know about what we are playing? How would we let them know?
PLAN

Students will team up to create a presentation full of information about the music they are going to perform. Each team will be responsible for one piece of music. Teams will present their program in a multimedia format using Microsoft Power Point. 

SCHEDULE

Day One - Introduction of project and assigning of teams and music.

Day Two - Working in computer lab to research composers and music. (Students may also use library resources to find information).

Day Three - Working in the computer lab, Teams will start creating the PowerPoint presentation.

Day Four - Teams will finish their PowerPoint presentation.

PROJECT

· Creating a PowerPoint presentation on the music being performed.

· Presentation must be at least 5 slides long.

· First Slide-Title Slide (Music Title, Composer)

· Second Slide- Composer Slide (Photo, Name, Dates(b/d), Where (s)he lived)

· Third Slide- Composer History (personal history)

· Fourth Slide- Composer History (professional history)

· Fifth Slide- Music (when was it written, composer’s notes)

· Must include photos, clip art, animation (text and photo)
