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QUESTION

What do you want for your prom?  You are in charge of your prom this year.  There are many things that you need to do to prepare for it. What will you serve?  Who will entertain?  How much will everything cost?  What will be the theme?  What will the decorations look like? You are in charge of putting together a proposal for the best prom ever.
PLAN

You will have until April 1st to complete this project.  You will present your proposal and submit it for evaluation to the prom committee.  Your presentation will be a multimedia approach.  After all presentations are completed there will be a vote taken and the top three will be presented to the prom committee.

PROJECT

Begin by filling out a KWHL chart to brainstorm all the aspects of the planning of the prom.  Things will come up along the way and you can add to the organizer.

For each topic planned you will need a report which will be included in your proposal that includes information about the particular planning topic and how you came to the conclusion and decisions you did.

Your grade will be based on a score from a rubric.

Sources

Presentation

Originality
