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QUESTION

Many teenagers in today’s society have taken to smoking both socially and as a habit.  There are many adverse conditions and diseases that either are directly or indirectly caused by smoking.  What are three diseases that are directly caused by smoking and describe each.  How is smoking perceived by people in your grade level?

PLAN
The student will research the use of tobacco by adolescents in today’s society.  The student will interview adults smokers who started in their teenage years.  The student will also research the various anti-smoking campaigns, help programs for those wishing to quit, and the health problems faced by smokers.  The students will research the information individually, and as a group will create a powerpoint presentation of their results.

4. The various cable or local news channels or documentaries

SCHEDULE
· Week 1 the students will begin by making an appointment to attend a lecture and view a movie from the Hanover County Drug Awareness Counselor on teenage smoking.  

· Week 2 the students will begin compiling data from various sources on the diseases caused by smoking.  They will also create a list of questions and interview an adult smoker.

· Week 3 the students will turn in a journal of their research to this point.  

· Week 4 the students will meet in a class period all discussing their findings and begin assembling the project.

· Week 5 the students will present their completed project.

PROJECT
The finalized powerpoint presentation  must include information on at least three separate diseases that are caused by smoking, images depicting each disease, and statistics.  The students may add additional information should they desire to.
