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QUESTION

You have two weeks to travel across Virginia.  Where should you go, and what should you see?  How can you make the most of your time?

PLAN

Planning a trip is important.  No one wants to waste time or feel rushed when they have places to go and things to do.  There’s a lot to see and do in Virginia so a trip across this state should be well thought out.  You will be divided into teams for the planning of our trip.  Each team will have a responsibility as described below.
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SCHEDULE

Create a timeline for the entire project divided down into days or weeks or months. 





PROJECT
In the first phase of this project each team will perform a different task.

· Team One will conduct a survey to determine favorite historical and recreational sites from Chincoteague to Big Stone Gap. They will interview teachers, students and family members.  The team will create a spreadsheet of their survey results and graph their data.  

· Team Two will use a road map to determine approximate mileage between selected cities and towns in Virginia.  They will create a spreadsheet of their mileage data.

· Team Three will use the Internet to research various historical and recreational areas of interest throughout the state.  They will create a spreadsheet of their research results.

· Team Four will use word processing to write letters requesting travel brochures from various historical and recreational attractions.

· Team Five will use books and magazines to research various historical and recreational areas of interest throughout the state.  They will create a spreadsheet of their research results. 

In the second phase each group will share the results from their research.

In the third phase each group will create a travel plan where they will plot a two-week trip across Virginia from Chincoteague to Big Stone Gap and back.  The will write daily schedules including drive times, meal times, sleeping times, and recreation times.

MULTIMEDIA PRESENTATION

Each group will create a HyperStudio stack highlighting at least six interesting sites from their trip.  We will then share these presentations and discuss our trip plans.

TIMELINE

Project Introduction – 1 day

Research (writing letters, conducting survey, selecting sites of interest, and figuring travel and sightseeing time) – 2 weeks

Sharing of Research – 1 week

Creations of Travel Plans – 1 week

HyperStudio Project – 2 weeks
