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QUESTION

For our next performance, we need a unique and informative program to hand out at the door. 

PLAN

Each group will be given a past generic program as well as the pieces we are performing and the names of the composers. Each group will collectively make a program of their own, including notes on the pieces, composer, and any specific work we did on the piece (ex: composing our own duets, etc.) Each program will also need to include pictures or clipart. Once we have completed the program, a presentation of our program on Powerpoint will conclude the project. Miss Fagan will then choose parts from each group that will be included in the actual program. 
SCHEDULE

Music will be given out prior to the start of the project. 

You will be given five days in the media center to work on the project. 

Day 1 – Steps 1, 2, 3

Day 2 – Step 4

Day 3 – continue step 4

Day 4 – continue step 4, Step 5

Day 5 – proofread step 5, step 6

Day 6 – Finish Step 6

Day  7 – Step 7, 8, and begin 9

Day 8 – finish step 9 and proofread

Day 9 – Back in class, Step 10

PROJECT

Step 1 – Divide into groups of six. 

Step 2 – Fill out group KWL Sheet about each song. 

Step 3 – Decide who will research which composer and who will find out information regarding the piece.

Step 4 – Research and take notes. 

Step 5 – Write notes into paragraph form. 

Step 6 – Write program notes about your decided piece. Remember all pieces must be covered in the final program. These notes need to include biographical information on the composer, insight on what the piece is about, how the composers helps “paint the picture” about what the song is about (ex: are there any themes or leitmotifs?), did we do anything specific to better understand the piece?

Step 7 – put notes regarding each piece in order. 

Step 8 – Design Program as a group. Remember to be creative! 

Step 9 – Put the program in Powerpoint. Also, print off a copy to give to Miss Fagan. All group KWLs are due to Miss Fagan as well. 

Step 10 – Present Program to class.
