Introduction


	The Civil War, which lasted from 1861 – 1865, was thought of as the greatest war in America’s history.  It has been the only war fought on American soil by Americans.  The Civil War was also considered the bloodiest war in American History.  Over 618,000 Americans gave their life to the war and many of those were from Virginia.  Many major battles took place in Virginia but this great state is best known as the state in which the war ended with Robert E. Lee surrendering to Ulysses S. Grant.
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The Task


	During the Civil War people were eager for news.  Many were at a loss to know how the whole mess got started and they also wanted to know who was winning what battles and what the feelings were in the rest of the country.  News reporters were actually on the front lines for the first time writing news reports.  Photographers who captured the images of the war so all could see and experience for themselves accompanied the news reporters.
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	You are now the news reporter and you have been hired to collect the news the people are crying out to hear.    While collecting important items you will need for your travels; pencils, maps, and note pads, you realize that a photographer and stenographer could really help you.  You are to gather information with the help of your team and create a news report to be published in the local paper.  It will include photographs of important people and events along with maps of important battles.  


























 The Process


You will work in groups of 3 with each of you taking one of the following roles.  


Lead Reporter:  The lead reporter finds the information and relates it back to the stenographer.


Photographer:  The photographer is responsible for collecting pictures that will be printed in the completed newspaper story.  It is the photographer who is responsible for taking notes about the pictures so they are placed with the appropriate part of the story.


Stenographer:  The stenographer writes the notes given by the lead reporter.  It is important that the stenographer write neatly so the lead reporter can use the notes to write his report.





The three areas you are interested in for your report are:


General Information: In this section you will answer such questions as: Why did the war start in the first place?   Who was the President?
