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INTRODUCTION




Congratulations!  You and your classmates have been selected to be The New Explorers, in the Six Countries World Wide Web Tour.  You will experience the landscape, explore the culture, discover amazing wonders and become part of a global society, all from the comfort of your computers.  So sit back, relax, and begin your exploration of the world.


THE TASK

Your task is to work as a team to discover as much as you can about one country and to create an Apple Works Presentation about that country.  The following counties will be explored: France, Japan, Brazil, Kenya, Canada, and Australia.  You will use several sources for information including books and websites.  The final task will be to present your project to the rest of the class.  


THE PROCESS





The following check list should be used to complete your task:

· The Head Explorer will inform you of the team that you will be working with and which country you will be exploring.

· As a team you will select your team name and decide which explorer in your group that will be responsible for the following tasks: 

a) Lead Explorer: responsible for presenting the project and making sure that all members of the group are on task and completing assignments. This person will be the one who will report the team’s progress to the Head Explorer. 

b) Book explorer: responsible for reading the book on your country and completing worksheet # 1. 

c) Internet Explorer: responsible for completing worksheet #2 and gathering web photos for the project.

· Complete each worksheet and gather the information you will need to create your project.  When you are finished, please save it with your team name and class period and drop it in the Head Explorer’s digital drop box.

· When you have gathered all of your information, follow the checklist for the presentation and put it all together.

· Each team member will be responsible for making sure that each slide has the correct information and that the spelling is correct.

· The final part of the process is to make your presentation.  Your Lead Explorer will be responsible for this task.

· Each team member will be given two grades for this project.  A team grade and a presentation grade.  You will be graded using a rubric.

Check List for Slide Presentation
The Following check list should be use by the team in creating the slide show presentation.  All team members will learn how to create an Appleworks Presentation slide show in class before creating your presentations.  Your backgrounds may be any color that you chose.  Just be careful that the text on each slide can be read.  BE CREATIVE!

Slide 1 – Title Slide

· Insert a picture of your country from Yahoo! Picture Gallery

· Include the following text:  Your country name, the names of the people in your team, your class period, and the date that you began creating your project.

Slide 2 – The Map Slide

· Insert the map of your country found on the CIA World Fact Book web site.
· Include the following text:  The capital of your country, the major cities, the land area, and the continent your country is on.
Slide 3 – The Flag Slide

· Insert your countries flag found on the CIA World Fact Book web site. (Note:  if you click on the flag at the top of the page it will make the picture bigger so that you can insert it)

· Include the following text:  Your country’s date on independence, National Anthem or Song, and National Holiday.

Slide 4 – The Facts Slide

· Include the following text:  The population of your country, the primary language, the form of government, and the currency.

Slide 5 – Climate and Products Slide

· Include the following text: Your country’s climate, primary agriculture and manufacturing.

Slide 6 – Landscape Picture Slide

· Using pictures from either Yahoo! Picture Gallery or the individual web site for your country please create a collage of pictures of the landscape of your country
· These may be mountains, lakes, cities, or farmland.  
Slide 7 – Living Areas Slide

· Using pictures from either Yahoo! Picture Gallery or the individual web site for your country; please create a collage of pictures the types of houses the people in your country live in.
Slide 8 – The Animals

· Using pictures from either Yahoo! Picture Gallery or the individual web site for your country, please create a collage of pictures of the animals that may be found in your country.
Slide 9 – Interesting pictures slide

· Using pictures from either Yahoo! Picture Gallery or the individual web site for your country please create a collage of any other pictures that your team thinks are interesting.  This is the place for you to be creative.
Slide 10 – Works Cited Page

· This final page is for a works cited page.  We must always give credit to the people created the books and websites that we used.  You will create this slide in class after the librarian’s presentation.  

· Please ask for help creating this slide if you need it.  It must be organized correctly.
