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INTRODUCTION

Sometimes you need to know an easier number to use when you’re figuring out the solution to a problem.  For example, which is easier to use:

[image: image3.wmf]?  793.865 or 794?   Sometimes an exact number is needed, but sometimes an estimated number is better.  When you’re asking your parents for money to go to the movies, you can give an estimated number.  However, when you’re paying for several items at the mall, you need to know the exact cost. 


THE TASK

You’re going to go to several web sites and investigate how to change numbers from one form to another.  You will need to complete a log of your journey by recording your visits to the various sites.  At the end of your trip, you will return home and take an on-line quiz.
