· What types of things do you do to pass the time when you are not in battle?

2. You will need to use a variety on online resources to find information about how you would have lived in 1861.

3. You will compile your data in the form of a letter to your mother. You need to answer all of the questions in the task description.

4. You will meet with your team mate and compare letters. You will evaluate each other’s letters to ensure that all questions have been answered.

5. You will use a Venn diagram to compare and contrast how life was for each soldier.

6. You will decide as a team, who had the better lifestyle during the Civil War.

7. You will research the food that was eaten and make one of the recipes.

8. You will draw a map showing which countries were Union and Confederate.
