· The professional program is 30 credit hours, including a collateral area in nonprofit management, environmental policy or global marketing management.
· Admission requirements include academic background in public relations (university or accreditation program) and at least two years of appropriate public relations experience.

· Students take weekend classes as a cohort during three semesters (summer, fall and spring).
· The first cohort will begin summer 2006.

· Internationally oriented program. The first tour will be to Beijing and Shanghai. There will be an educational tour to a selected region for each cohort.  In lieu of the educational tour, students may propose an alternative international experience such as an international practicum or study abroad program.
