Let’s Take A Trip!
SOL 2.5 Geography: The student will develop map skills by locating the equator, the seven continents, and the four oceans on maps and globes. 

SOL 2.3 Oral Language: The student will use oral communication skills to share information orally with an audience. 

SOL 2.11 Writing: The student will write stories, letters and simple explanations.
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INTRODUCTION

Have you ever wanted to explore the high seas? How about travel around the world?  Now is your chance to take that trip.  You will be taking us on a world tour that will include the equator, seven continents and four oceans.

THE TASK




This assignment will be done in teams of two. You are to locate all of the continents and oceans on the globe.  You will label them correctly on the map.  You are to plan a route that will allow all of us to visit or pass by the above 12 locations.  Plan your routes carefully so that we do not overlap in our travels.  Do not forget the equator!

Your trip should include:

The Equator,
The Continents: Africa, Antarctica, Asia, Australia, Europe, North America and South America, and
The Oceans: Atlantic Ocean, Artic Ocean, Indian Ocean and Pacific Ocean.


THE PROCESS

You will take a journal with you and write 2 to 3 sentences in your journal about each of the continents.  I recommend that you look for answers to questions such as: What is the weather like?  What is the population?   What do they eat there?  What types of animals are there? Is there a lot of grass or is it a desert?  Is there a place that you would love to visit there? Please include any information that you find interesting and would like to share, you do not have to stick to my questions.
