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Welcome to the job!  You have been hired as the newest reporter for the television show “Old Virginia.”  This is a modern day show that explores Virginia’s past.



Your first assignment as a “Rookie Reporter” is to “track down” and interview a famous Virginian from our state’s past.  You will choose the individual, do background research for your story and then “travel back in time” to interview them “personally.”  (KEEP IN MIND—You will be traveling in time to interview this person, therefore you may want to dress for the time period you will be visiting so as not to unduly alarm your subject.  Appropriate props may also be helpful.)

HINT: You will have a partner & be given ample class time to complete this project.  How well you use the given time will determine whether you and your partner need to schedule additional time together outside of class to meet each deadline.
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You will have a partner for this assignment (assigned by the “Newsroom Director” – that would be your teacher.)  The two of you will work together to meet all of the assigned deadlines required to file your story for the show (To be aired LIVE approximately 3 weeks from now.)  You will be graded on how well you work together following the “Instructions For Submitting Your Story.”
