STEP 2:  Every member of the group will choose an area of expertise from the following: Illustrator or Graphic Designer, and Imaging Technician Each team must contain at least one expert from the 2 areas!

Step 5:Image technicians- Prepare the screen and burn design to it.
Step 6: Image Technician- Pull ink and transfer image to the shirt. Cure shirt for 3 minutes under drying unit. Clean- All team members are to assist in the cleaning of the screen and production area.

Turn in the completed shirt to the teacher and write a short paper on what you learned from each area of expertise.
