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INTRODUCTION

Imagine being a famous musician and having fans from around the world that admire your work.  Now imagine being one of those people who get to interview famous people, as well as research the lives of those musicians that have already passed away.  Well now is your turn!


THE TASK

VH-1 Behind the Music takes important musicians and researches their lives to present in a documentary.  They have added a second branch at Nottoway High School called NH-1 to help assist them in finding information about musicians.  Unfortunately the main VH-1 team has disappeared while researching information about Prince Charles and Camilla’s wedding.  They have asked NH-1 to record three shows for them on the following musicians: Marvin Gaye, Christopher Wallace (aka Notorious B.I.G.), and Jimi Hendrix.


THE PROCESS

Students will organize into groups of 3-4 people to research their person.  Each student will take on one of the roles.  (In groups of 3, one of the roles will need to be done by the whole group in order to complete the project.)  Once a student picks a role, they can use additional websites to increase the information available to them.  Please check the websites under the other roles for your musician as well, as those sites may have pertinent information as well.  


Check out the VH-1 Behind the Music Website for ideas on how you will present your topic.  One member of the group will research the topic “Before they were Famous;” one member will research “While they were Famous;” and one member will research Audio Clips to present in a multimedia presentation.
