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INTRODUCTION

A group of foreign exchange students from East Timor are coming to stay at your high school.  They want to learn about the progression of civil rights in our country.  This is considered the most underdeveloped country in the world and these students know nothing of the United States or Virginia history.  It is your job to teach a unit on the Civil Rights Movement both in the U.S. and Virginia.  You have only a week to present your material so it must be complete and descriptive.  The visuals are of the utmost importance because of the language barrier.  

THE TASK

You will work in groups of four.  Each individual student will be in charge of one of the four major areas of the project.  But all will work together to complete all four areas to present their project as a group. Start out by researching as a group as to the specifics to include in your group presentation. You will each choose to be one of the following experts to complete your unit for your visitors and to present that portion in the group presentation.  The students from East Timor should have a complete understanding of what the Civil Rights Movement was all about after your group’s presentation.  Each group will have one of the following:
1. Historian  (to be in charge of the timeline)
2. Movie Producer  (to be in charge of the Photostory)
3. Cartographer  (to be in charge of the map)
4. Travel Agent  (to be in charge of the brochure)
Be sure to cover the following information in your presentation.
· What are Civil Rights?

· What kind of laws and government policies concern Civil Rights? 

· Find out the details of defining events in history. 

· Who were leaders and key figures in the Civil Rights Movement in the United States?  In Virginia?

· Which groups have been involved in the Civil Rights Movement in the United States?  In Virginia?

· What are some of the ways people have reacted to discrimination and Civil Rights violations? 
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THE PROCESS
1.
HISTORIAN


Develop a timeline of historical events from the 1950s through 1970s of the American Civil Rights Movement.  Add events that were specific to Virginia and their response to the movement in addition to those nationally.  Keep the questions in mind when adding events, etc. to your timeline.  Create two copies.  One on large poster paper and one in list form chronologically typed on 8 ½” X 11 “ paper.  Be creative and allow enough room for small visuals on the large poster copy.
· A typed copy of the references should accompany the timelines.  (See resource list)

· Use the resource list for important events/ timeline information.
2.
MOVIE PRODUCER


Use the software Photostory to develop a visual presentation of the events, places and significant people of the Civil Rights Movement.  Make sure that all items listed on the timeline are represented in the presentation.  Be able to answer questions about the pictures used and create a reference page for images used.  Open your presentation with a visual and text if necessary that defines civil rights and give examples of each.  
· Explore the websites listed in the resource section. 

· Find sites of your own that may not be listed.

· Utilize United Streaming for images and or video clips in addition to the list of clipart and photo sites given.
· Save it to a compact disk to turn in with the project.

· A typed copy of the references should accompany the compact disk.  (See resource list)
3.
CARTOGRAPHER


Create a large United States map of the Civil Rights Era using a large fold out project board.  Mark the locations of important events, landmarks, and birthplaces of significant people of the Civil Rights Movement that are listed on your group’s timeline.

· Include a legend to identify the difference between people, landmarks and events. 

· Use color and be creative using images and any visuals that will enhance the clarity of the items on the map.  Make sure that the map is true to scale.

4. TRAVEL AGENT


Create a brochure for visitors to use when traveling to see significant Civil Rights 
landmarks in the state of Virginia.  Use the resource pages to research and be both 
creative and comprehensive in your choices of noteworthy places to visit.  Be able to 
explain the reasoning for your choices of locations detailed in your brochure and their 
importance to the Civil Rights Movement in the state of Virginia.
· Choose important locations wisely after reading and researching the given sites in the resource list.  Use additional sites if you choose.
· Check the rubric to view specific evaluation criteria.
· Make your brochure neat and visually appealing!

·  A typed copy of the references should accompany the brochure.  (see resource list)
